Three Hundred and Sixty Nine Pounds Four Shillings and
Seven Pence Halfpenny) are due and payable to Miss MArRY Boy D,
Miss FRANCES BoyD, and THomAas MoorRE Boyp, Esq., as a Com-
position for the Tithe claimable by them as lay Impropriators of
the Rectorial Tithes of said Parish : And the sum of One Hun-
dred and Eighty-Four Pounds Twelve Shillings and Three Pence
Three Farthings is due and payable to the Rev. PATRICK RENNY,
the Vicar of the said Parish: And we do further Certify, that the
average price of Wheat, being the corn principally grown in such
county, for the period of Seven Years, ending on the First Day of
November 1821, is One Pound Fifteen Shillings and Eight Pence
Halfpenny, or One Pound Eighteen Shillings and Eight Pence

Halfpenny late Irish Currency, per Barrel.
